Individual Social Award – Introduced by Mr Taru Bhandari in Magras

1. Each student shall be persuaded to maintain a diary. This diary shall be written in his normal class note book - to have about 100 pages and hard cover.
2. First page shall bear student's name and details and a photograph. Next page to have My Clean India oath. Next page shall contain guidelines about what is to be written in this notebook. These guidelines are given at the end of this note.
3. In the next 3-4 pages the student shall write about his values in life and about his relations with his society and his environment. ( As per Guidelines ) 
4. Thereafter he shall ask his near and dear ones (parents, friends and relatives) to write about their values in life, their relationship with their societies and environment. If a person cannot write, the student shall write and the person concerned shall sign and put a date. It is necessary that each person making an entry in this diary has read the MCI oath and the guidelines â€" or these have been read to him by the student. 
5. This shall be like a normal personal diary - only difference being that this shall be a document which shall be public. This diary shall not be for one year but for the lifetime. Over a period of time, the student shall have collected views from all his near and dear ones. With changing times and changing circumstances, the entries shall keep changing. And the student shall have acquired an invaluable asset of his rememberances. He may like to keep it well after he has passed through the student age and become an adult.
6. Each year the class teacher shall collect these diaries and send the best three to the principal, who shall in turn select 6-8 diaries and personally interview the students. The best diary holder shall get a certificate and an award of Rs. 1000/-. Two more diaries to get certificates only. Parameters for this diary shall be as under:
6.1. How neatly has the diary been maintained?
6.2. How many people have made entries in the diary?
6.3. How serious are the notings in the diary?
6.4. Since when has the diary been maintained?
6.5. How many entries were made this year?
6.6. Best three diaries shall be selected after interviewing about 6-8 students. Efforts shall be made to find out if the diary has been merely written or if the student really believes in it.
7. This program shall be run in any number of schools with each school getting awards as explained above. However, in case of more schools ( say X ) participating, there shall be an inter school competition and the best diary ( and student) shall get an award of Rs. X thousand.
8. Initially the program is announced for two years. This experience shall be useful in deciding if this should be extended further. 

Guidelines for entires in the diary â€" There shall be a description of own values in life. Also of our relationship with our society and the environment. The description shall in own words but it would be better if answers to following questions are included in this write up. 
1. What is important for me in life? What are my values?
2. What can I give to my society? And what do I give to my society? 
3. Does it so happen that I give nothing to the society but I keep making demands on it ? 
4. Have I ever wondered if demanding rights without responsibilities can go on indefinitely?
5. Is cleanliness of the environment the duty of the Government alone?
6. Is the government able to do it? Will they ever be able to do it?
7. What am I doing about the environment? What can I do about it? 
8. Do I fear that I alone shall not be able to achieve anything? Therefore I do nothing. Have I wondered that there are many more people with same thought process?
