The focus of course is cleanliness, especially their own, and especially too, of their mind. We believe that it makes them more able to become tomorrow’s leaders.

You can see what we offer on the MY Clean School website and right now, we offer students and teachers three simple choices.

1. Do nothing.

2. Take personal responsibility in their own area and to do NOT drop litter.

3. ENCOURAGE others to be clean. To do this we offer many strategies, such as surveys, encouraging sponsorship or other activities that extend them to do things beyond what they would normally do.  It is a way to grow their confidence and skills and extend their scholastic skills. To be inquirers.

One strategy is to create teams between themselves and between the schools. We encourage each school to have one teacher as a Facilitator who will work with two student leaders.
Another strategy is that the schools in a region get together to form a team with a regional Facilitator to coordinate things. This could be for the annual Clean Up Day, or any other event that involves more than one school.

What don’t we do?

We don’t make requests or point the finger in judgement and use or imply the should word. We simply create opportunities for people to act if they choose. We create excitement and enthusiasm for the young people to inquire, evaluate, recommend new, creative ideas and take action.
